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One of the signs for sulphur used in alchemy.
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In astrology the sign represents one of the so-called weak aspects: the inconjunct or quincunx, meaning that the planets involved are positioned 150 degrees from each other in the zodiac.
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The alchemists used as one of the signs for the four elements represented by the four arms. Their point of intersection they perceived as coniunctio, quinta essentia, the fifth element, etc. But the cross was much more often used as a sign for acids, vinegar and soot by the alchemists and early chemists.
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The sign for ammonium salts used during the seventeenth century. It is also one of the old alchemical signs for the planet Venus. More than 3,000 years earlier star signs with eight points were established in the Euphrates-Tigris region as symbols for the Venus goddess Ishtar. Also this symbol was a description of the relation between the number 8, graphically represented by the arms of these signs, and the planet Venus. There are also possible connections to the pentagram.
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Signifies the sextile aspect in astrology, i.e. a 60-degree angle between two planets as seen from the earth. It is a sign for a fixed star in astronomy. In the Anglo-Saxon tradition, it stood for material wealth. If the sign is doubled or tripled it can represent a heavy snowstorm or a steady snowfall depending on whether the signs are combined vertically or horizontally.
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A sign said to mean disordered intellect or confused mental state. It is part of a system of unknown origin.
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This structure has been used in alchemy to signify both glass and arsenic, which is understandable as arsenic is a main component in glass. It has been used both for nickel and for calcinated copper in alchemy. In genealogical contexts it can mean single, unmarried.
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This signs are known as Jupiter's staff in Roman mythology. Jupiter's staff is this staff doubled. If we remove the barbs from Jupiter's staff and turn it 90 degrees we are left with the graph for the zodiacal sign of Pisces. It is not surprising, then, that both Jupiter (according to the old tradition) and Neptune (according to modern astrology) are the ruling planets of Pisces. This ideogram is quite common on rock carvings from the neolithic age. The staff of Jupiter is comparable with the sign for the staff of the Assyric-Babylonian godhead Adad. Whatever variation, all these staffs of the mightiest of the gods were associated with lightning, thunderstorms, and the power to agitate the waters.

This sign, a mirror image of the N-structure, is one variation of the Sigrune, the victory rune. With the basic element of the straight line thrice repeated and connected, some ten graphs can be created, all of which are common in Western ideography. Many of them are signs for danger. The sign is associated with energy and power, which are dangerous. This runic structure is seldom seen in the Nordic runic alphahets. Occasionally it is used instead of 0413b, the sun rune, and 1612, the yew tree rune. In the runic tradition of Germany the sign of the Sigrune, i.e. the rune of victory. It is strongly associated with military power, violence, battle, death and war.
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Signs of this structure, three connected lines, of which the two at the ends are parallel, seem to be general symbols for danger. Runic attributes: Eihwaz: (EI: Yew tree.) Strength, reliability, dependability, trustworthiness. Enlightenment, endurance. Defense, protection. The driving force to acquire, providing motivation and a sense of purpose. Indicates that you have set your sights on a reasonable target and can achieve your goals. An honest man who can be relied upon. Eihwaz Reversed or Merkstave: Confusion, destruction, dissatisfaction, weakness.
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A variation of the an older symbol with counter rotation spirals, this sign consists in fact of two interconnected spirals with clockwise rotation, has been found engraved on an amulet of mammoth tooth which is 24,000 years old, and thus must have been engraved by Cro-Magnon mammoth hunters. Often used to denote the sun, is at the center of the amulet. During the Bronze Age it was an often used graphic structure for decorations of artifacts of all types. In ancient Greece it was common on vases and amphoras, and often signified water or the sea. the older variation found on rock engravings from the Bronze Age in Scania, Sweden.
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The Pythagoreans are said to have made use of the sign whose vertical line represented life's path. The point where the vertical line converges with the two diagonal lines represented the choice between the good (the right stem) and the evil (the left stem).
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The angle sign, like the arrow sign, means directed movement and is thus associated with energy. The spectrum of meaning of this entry sign is centered on the concepts of work, energy, and effect. We see this spectrum of meaning in the sun rune in the earliest runic alphabet
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The most widely used graph for the sign of Pisces. There is a promise of life in clear light and cold. The symbol for Pisces is two fish swimming in opposite directions. The sign of Pisces belongs to the element of water, which indicates sensitivity and emotionality. For more details about the astrological elements or triplicities; Pisces belongs to the signs of the mutable quality or quadruplicity
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WYOIHEA: name of this sign appears in the earliest known rune alphabet and is possibly associated with moose. (Z or -R: Elk, protection.) Protection, a shield. The protective urge to shelter oneself or others. Defense, warding off of evil, shield, guardian. Connection with the gods, awakening, higher life. It can be used to channel energies appropriately. Follow your instincts. Keep hold of success or maintain a position won or earned. Algiz Reversed: or Merkstave: Hidden danger, consumption by divine forces, loss of divine link. Taboo, warning, turning away, that which repels.. In the Middle Ages it was used on the clog almanacs, to denote holidays related to Virgin Mary. In the family system it stands for man. In aerometeorology the same sign can mean light icing. 
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A variation of the ideogram for Saturn, the planet.
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All variants on the Turned 90 degrees the above entry sign becomes the sign for the number 2. In certain meteorological systems can signify strong or intensive when describing weather conditions; comparable with the sign for Zeus or Jupiter, the god ruling the weather, lightning and thunderstorms.
A variant on Kenaz: (Norse K: Beacon or torch.)[image: image18.png]


Vision, revelation, knowledge, creativity, inspiration, technical ability. Vital fire of life, harnessed power, fire of transformation and regeneration. Power to create your own reality, the power of light. Open to new strength, energy, and power now. Passion, sexual love. Kenaz Reversed or Merkstave: Disease, breakup, instability, lack of creativity. Nakedness, exposure, loss of illusion and false hope.
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Associated with Falsehood, Dishonesty [Envy], in the Coptic Alphabet. And Ataxia illness in Greek
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This sign represents the moon as a new moon for those living far from the equator in the northern hemisphere. It therefore does not really belong in this dictionary of non-pictorial graphic symbols. But owing to its fundamental role in Western ideography, and the earliest Western system of symbols, astrology, it cannot be left out without detracting from our understanding of Western ideography. Worshipful Master, Mercurius Philosophorum and Medicina Metallorum in alchemy, and the gods Gamigina & Amon.
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This sign and its variants are zodiac related and stand for the north node- of the middle of the ecliptic, or the "way of the sun-" and have different forms but are, nevertheless, similar to one another. These nodes take 18-19 years to move one full revolution through the zodiac. The sign in the middle of those shown here is the graph for the north node as it was drawn in a Greek natal chart more than 2,000 years ago. According to astrology this symbol in a natal chart is a symbol for gifts and resources made available to the individual without them having been consciously sought. It is also associated with blood relations and sexual contacts that lead to childbirth, and Leo.

This is one of the signs for the god and planet Zeus/Jupiter, possible connection with Egypt. In ancient Egypt there were also two other staffs used as symbols of power: A staff sign represented gold, fortune, and riches.
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
